Co-Sanctioning Policies
1) In order for a run to count as a PCBRA race one must either already be a member or become a member at the race.

a. It is the responsibility of the contestant to know whether or not they are a member, not the race host

b. The PCBRA year runs from September 30, 2011 to September 29, 2012

c. Updated membership lists can be found online on the PCBRA website. If your name is not on it you are probably not a member

2) Each race credit has a $7 fee (in addition to the actual race entry fee as set forth by the race host)

a. You must run in the race

b. You must pay this additional fee for your run at count as a PCBRA race

c. Running in the race without paying the $7 co-sanction fee will not count towards PCBRA

d. You do not have to pay the fee for every horse you run if you run multiple horses. You only pay for the ones you want to count.

i. For example, if you are running 3 horses in want all 3 runs to count you must pay $21 (3 x $7) in co-sanction fees. If you only want 1 to count, then they only pay $7.

3) It is the responsibility of the contestant to make sure their race is credited properly

a. Usually there is a specific box or line that needs to be “checked” on the entry form so the race host knows where your extra money is going, otherwise they have no idea you wanted the race to also count for PCBRA
4) PCBRA will only go by what is reported by the race host. Any disputes must be settled with the host of the particular race.
5) No refunds will be granted by PCBRA for ANY REASON.

6) Rules set forth by the race host will govern how the race is run. PCBRA has no influence in this matter. It is the member’s responsibility to be aware if there are any rules different from those of PCBRA and abide by those rules.
